Considering the last 6 
months of ministry at 
Highland Park does too!  
Thank you for your faith-
fulness in your financial 
commitments to our  
capital fund campaign, 
“Forward in Faith.”   
Everything is progressing 
on schedule as we pre-
pare for ground breaking 
at our new location.  Our 
Building Committee has 
been diligently working 
behind the scenes with 
the City of Casper, our 
architect, engineers, and 

the general contractor.  A ground-breaking ceremony will soon 
be announced.  Information on the potential sale of our current 
facility will be announced in early May.  Your financial commit-
ments to “Forward in Faith” have been outstanding!  “Thank 
you!” 
 
In light of the capital campaign to relocate, many of us had seri-
ous concerns about Faith Promise commitments for the coming 
year.  As we prayed together as families for God’s leading in our 
promises this coming year, His prompting exceeded anything 
we have done in the past and today the total of our Faith  
Promises to missions stands at $705,000!  It brings to mind 
Ephesians 3:20; “Now to Him, who by the power at work within 
us, is able to do far more abundantly than all we ask or even 
think, to Him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus forever 
and ever!”  Amen! 
 
Now, I share with you some prayer requests for this month.  
We are diligently in need of another Youth Pastor for Student 
Ministry.  Pray for God’s leading in this.  Pastor Harold and 
many of his team have been doing an excellent job, and it is 
time for us to find someone to come alongside of them.   
 

Secondly, pray for the successful sale of our current facility 
this month and that we can close in these next 30 days.  Funds 
from the sale will be a tremendous jump-start to future construc-
tion.   
 
Thirdly, pray for our weekly offerings.  While total income this 
year is up over 30% compared to ’08, our general fund giving is 
below budget.  We have successfully managed to keep our ex-
penses below income this year, but we do need help in bringing 
general fund giving up to budget level.  We have been signifi-
cantly helping families in need this year and any assistance you 
can provide to our Compassion Fund will be a big help to fami-
lies in need.

���As we stated at the Congregational Voting Meeting on January 
11, 2009, the scriptures are clear: “Without faith, it is impossible 
to please God” (Hebrews 11:6) and even after God told the Isra-
elites to cross the Jordan and enter the Promised Land, He did 
not part the water “until the Levitical Priests put their feet into the 
water” (Joshua 3).  In the three months since our congregation 
“put their feet in the water” we have continued to experience the 
constant provision of our heavenly Father in every aspect of our 
Forward in Faith Ministry Relocation. 
   On April 7, the City Council approved our proposal for Annexa-
tion, Re-plat and Re-Zone at a public hearing with no opposition 
from the community.  Our building committee, architect, general 
contractor and structural engineers have worked closely to deter-
mine the optimal foundation system for our new facility and we 
received a substantial gift-in-kind on the soil stabilization system, 
which will save the church in excess of $100,000. 
   Revised project estimates have reflected considerable reduc-
tions in many building materials, which have offset several addi-
tions to the scope of the project, including the second kitchen 
and a shelled storage space under the second floor office area.  
Site development estimates have also come in lower than we 
had initially thought they might and it would appear that our new 
site may cost over $1,000,000 less to develop than the 12th and 
Newport site might have. 
   Perhaps the most significant blessing of all came last Thursday 
when a potential investor approached the church with a signifi-
cant offer to purchase our current facility for fair market value 
and lease it back to us until we are ready to vacate.  This repre-
sents the best possible outcome for the sale of our current facility 
by providing us with the cash from the sale of the building prior to 
the start of construction as well as the opportunity to vacate this 
building when we are ready to move into the new one. 

God is moving our congregation Forward In Faith.  Now is the 
Time.  This is the Place.  We are His People.
