5 years ago, Warren and Donna Barnard came to HPCC
as a Faith Promise Partner during a Missions Sunday to
present Beartooth Mountain Christian Ranch (BMCR).

The numbers reached with the gospel of Christ are
impressive and the camps offered appeal to a wide range
of camper-from individual, to college age, to families.
BMCR also hosts a Bible college. The Lord has blessed
Arrowhead Bible College with an addition to their staff and
expanded program. ABC has always been a one-year
college, but with the addition of a new Director, is moving
steadily toward becoming a two-year program.
