This month, we are cele-
brating a very special 
milestone within our 
church. This marks the 
third anniversary of the 
Celebrate Recovery  
Ministry launched here at 
Highland Park Commu-
nity Church. God has 
blessed us in this attempt 
to reach out to those who 
might not have had any 
interest in a Christian-
based recovery  
program— many of them 
believing that Christians 
didn’t really care about 
individuals with hurts, 
habits, and hang-ups. 

Thankfully, the wonderful people of Highland Park have  
embraced those who have come through our doors and have 
given sacrificially so we could be the church that reaches out 
and loves. This is a wonderful example of the 40 Days of Love 

emphasis we are in right now.  
 
When Pastor Don Riley felt God calling him to this ministry, 
there were no official groups in the state of Wyoming. Today, 
there are groups in Jackson, Douglas, Powell, Cheyenne, Buf-
falo, Cody, Worland, Manville, Meeteetse, & Riverton. CR volun-
teers have traveled hundreds of miles and spent countless 
hours to provide encouragement, counsel, testimonies and 
training to groups in the start-up phase of their ministries. HPCC 
also hosts a weekend training session each year during CR 
Weekend for all these groups, as well as those in Montana and 
South Dakota. 
 
Plans are in process at present to open up Christ Recovery 
Ranch in Shell, WY. This is the former Kedesh Guest Ranch 
and will become an in-residence recovery facility utilizing CR 
curriculum which is based on Christian principles found in the 
Beatitudes. The target date for start-up is January, 2010. The 
facility director will be Brent Cash from Meeteetse. Please pray 

for the many details which must be addressed before our faith 
can become sight in this exciting new ministry! 
 
Each week, we serve 350+ meals at Celebrate Recovery. This 
ministry is here each week—rain or snowstorm, holiday or no 
holiday! The individuals who are coming here have indicated 
that this is a safe place that feels like family. Several have said, 
“It’s the best meal I get all week!” It is important to keep that 
bond strong, a safe place to gather around the holidays that 
supports their sense of belonging. Holidays can be a particularly 
devastating time for those outside of a loving family circle. We 
do our very best to provide that circle of love within this commu-
nity. 
 
I applaud the men and women who volunteer so faithfully to 
provide this safe, loving atmosphere where Jesus can minister 
to hearts that are open to healing and recovery. Many give so 
selflessly of their time and resources to make sure that this  
ministry thrives. My deepest and most heartfelt “thank you”  
goes out to each one of you.

Worldview 

The first phase of the 2010 US Census is under way. The big 
question is—How do you tell the difference between a US 
Census worker and a Con Artist? The Better Business Bureau 
(BBB) offers the following advise: 
 
***If a US Census worker knocks on your door, they will have a 
badge, a hand-held device, a Census Bureau canvas bag, 
and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their identification 
and their badge before answering their questions. Do not  
invite them into your home. 
 
***Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify 
address information.  
 
Do NOT give your Social Security number, credit card, or 
banking information to anyone, even if they claim they 
need it for the US Census. Census workers might ask for a 
salary range. They will NOT solicit donations. 
 
***Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in 
person at home. They will NOT contact you by Email, so be 
on the lookout for scams impersonating the census. Never click 
on a link or open any attachments in an Email that are 
supposedly from the US Census Bureau.
