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During the last 20
years, the focus of our
ministries at Highland
Park has been on
quality. What good
does it do to grow a
large congregation, if
we are a mile wide but
only an inch deep?

Of the 5 Biblical
Purposes we have in
place, ministry
(service) has come
first. Get the ministry
right and growth will
happen. To put it an-
other way, when one
is healthy, one grows
naturally. But when disease comes, health is hindered or
stopped completely.

In church language, when | speak of “quality growth” | refer
to discipleship. In other words are we growing spiritually?
Are we leading people to Christ? Are we helping the people
of Highland deepen their relationship with God? Are we
assisting our people find a place of service? Are we showing
signs of “bearing fruit,” by evidencing love, joy, peace, and
the rest of the fruit of the Spirit (calatans 5:22). Finally, are we
expanding our giving, our serving, our caring, our compas-
sion, and our outreach? Some of the above are intangibles;
they are not easily measured. Some things are visible, but
then there is the question of “motive.” What is truly behind
the growth and progress we are making?

As we prepare to move into new facilities in late November
of this year, our staff and leadership are seeking to do some
honest evaluation. Where are we in our evangelism and our
disciple-making process? How well are we doing? Where
can we improve? What specific areas need our attention?

To help us with this issue, we are launching a church-wide
survey of our congregation to give us an in-depth perspec-

tive. The survey is called “Reveal.” It will take place several
weeks after Easter and we anticipate it helping us to focus
our ministries and provide improved results. An immediate
need we have is your email address . We will be asking you
to complete an on-line survey that will ask for you to be
open, honest, and transparent in your personal evaluation of
the ministry of HPCC. This survey is completely anony-
mous. Only a handful of people at Willow Creek

Association see this information. They then report the data
based on your input. More information will be made available
in the weeks to come. In the meantime, we want to under-
gird this ‘effort in evaluation’ with our prayers. Pray with us
that the Lord would use all of us to provide a clear picture of
where HPCC is, and where we should be, and how we can
get there.

It is exciting beyond words to anticipate our new ministry
facility, but we will not do so at the expense of doing what we
have always done so well — making disciples, baptizing them
in the Name of the Trinity, and teaching them to obey all that
Jesus has commanded (matthew 28:19-20). AS we conclude our
57th year of ministry in Casper, Wyoming and begin ministry
from a new location (ur fith), Wwe once more commit ourselves
to the ongoing process of “becoming” disciples of Jesus
Christ. Your help, in the Reveal Survey, will be pivotal to the
process of our continued spiritual growth. God bless you!
